The film follows award-winning journalist        
         and filmmaker, Jose Antonio Vargas, as he travels across the            
             country to get this complicated conversation started.  

In 2011, award-winning journalist Jose Antonio Vargas         
 outed himself as undocumented in an essay in the New      
 York Times Magazine. Documented chronicles his journey  
  to America as a child; his journey through the US as an     
   activist; and his journey inward as he re-connects with     
    his mother, whom he hasn't seen  in over 20 years. 

      The first-person stories of refugees and migrants          
    fleeing war, persecution and hardship — drawing on        
   footage filmed by the families themselves as they leave  
    their homes on dangerous journeys in search of safety 
and refuge in Europe.
